Episode 1 of Federation Star Defense.    

Episode name: Tajaran Attack!    

Format: Star Trek.    

Characters:  Dale Zurckett (Travers Jordan) Captain of Enterprise; Zack  LeRoux (Sam Barnett), Captain of the Intrepid; Jeffrey  Bannister (Alek Gorely), Star Fleet Admiral and Captain of  the Excelsior; Natashia Staratt (Natasha Gorely), First  Officer of the Intrepid, a Vulcomulan; Wogglenather President  Barkface (Morgy Gorely); Wogglenather Vice President Sniffer  (Dingo Jordan).  Various other roles are played by whoever  happens to be there on the day this is filmed.      

Scene 1:  After a distant shot of the Enterprise in space,  scene opens aboard Enterprise. Captain Zurckett is standing  in the transporter room.    

Dale:  (turning to an officer) "Are Admiral Bannister and  Captain LeRoux ready to beam aboard?"    

Officer:  "Yessir."    

Dale:  "Then implement transport."    

Officer:  "Yessir.  But we're still experiencing some  malfunctions since the-- ."   

 Dale:  "Since the Tajaran attack back in the Scoggo Sector. I  know.  So are the other ships.  Just do your best.  Try not  to leave anybody's head behind, like you did the last time."    (Officer pulls levers for transporter; space-type sounds are  heard; Bannister and LeRoux appear. They all shake hands,  then Zurckett turns his head, apparently to look at viewer  screen.)    

Dale:  "Zack...  Jeffrey...  The planet Wogglenather is  coming up on the horizon.  Can you see it?"    

Zack:  "Yes, I do.  But Dale, on the horizon?  We're in  space." (laughs).    

Jeffrey: "Zack, be quiet.  At least we're finally there.  I'm  glad I saw it."    

Dale: "Uh, Admiral..."    

Jeffrey: "OK, OK.  I'll say you helped find it in my report."    

Dale:  (Homer Simpson-style) "Dough!"     

Jeffrey:  "Then let's beam down.  But remember, we have to  ask the aliens if they'll sell us any dilithium crystals."  

Zack:  "Do you think that will be a problem?  We need the  crystals to finish our trip."    

Dale:  "Yeah, thanks to the Tajaran attack."   

 Jeffrey:  "Well, nothing we can do about that now.  At least  we only lost 124 crewmen."    

Zack:  "The good news is that nothing happened to my  brother's gerbils."   

Dale:  "And after our mighty counterattack, pieces of Tajaran anatomy are floating all over deep space, their putrescent  antennas broken into a zillion pieces and their worm-colored  blood frozen like the heartless monsters that they are!"    

Jeffrey:  "Easy, Dale.  Anyway, as you can see there's always  a bright side.  Fortunately, the Wogglenathers are a  peaceable race.  Kind of on the small and furry side, but  they've always helped us before.  It shouldn't take us long  to get the stuff.  Then it's nothing but open space before we  reach the wormhole to Deep Space Nine.  "    

Dale:  "But what if the Tajarans got here first?   

 Jeffrey (ominously):  "Be sure your phasers are ready."    

Scene 2:  On the planet's surface.  The captains, who have  beamed down, materialize side by side. Two alien leaders  approach.    

Dale:  "Um, are you President Barkface and Vice President  Sniffer?"    

Barkface: (with a fearful voice) "Gulp... I... president.  Gulp."    

Zack:  "Swell.  So any problem with us buying some dilithium  crystals from you?"    

Barkface (seeming to ignore the question) "Help!  Danger!  Tajaran attack!"    

Jeffrey:  "Tajarans here?  What are they doing?    

Barkface:  "Try to take over planet.  Want take dilithium  crystals. We say no. They come back with killer bird in sky.  Bird disappear but then we see stream of fire from sky.  Destroy capital city.  Many killed.  We throw spears, but not  get high enough to hit killer bird."        (The three officers exchange knowing looks.)    

Zack: "Sounds like a Klingon Bird Of Prey that can fire while  cloaked."    

Dale:  "And their spears could use some retooling."    

Jeffrey: (to aliens) "Are any Tajarans on your planet now?"    

Barkface:  "Yes. Big army. Come from nowhere out of sky. And  here come army now." (shown looking off-camera).    

Dale (also looking off-camera):  "Looks like 16 million of  them."    

Jeffrey: (after a glance off-camera) "Or at least 25.  Men,  we're going to fight."    

All: "Let's get ready!"    

Zack:  "Phasers on stun, Admiral?"    

Jeffrey:  "No.  Kill!"    

They set their phasers on KILL.  Use camera closeup to show a  phaser at this setting.  Then they hide behind rocks.    

Jeffrey:  "We've got a couple of minutes before they're on  us.  In the meantime we'd better warn the ships about the  Bird of Prey."    

Dale: (holding his communicator) "OK, Jeffrey, I've got you  connected with all three ships to give the firing order."    

Jeffrey: (gets on his communicator) "Ready the photon  torpedoes."    

Voice from Intrepid: "We have a malfunction in our torpedo  loading device."    

Zack:  "What? How long before you can fix it?"    

Natashia:  "We'll need at least four hours."    

Zack:  "I can give you two minutes." (looks out toward  oncoming army).  "Uh, make that a minute and a half."  

Voice from Excelsior:  "We're picking up some strange  disruption in the star pattern. What could it be?"    

Jeffrey: "It's the Bird of Prey. Fire!"    

Excelsior:  "OK.  Oops. Looks like we missed."    

Dale (on his communicator to the Enterprise): "Are you  picking up any star disruptions?"    

Voice from Enterprise: "Yes, and it's heading straight for  Zack's ship."    

Dale: "You've got to stop them!"   

Jeffrey:  "All ships, fire!"    

Intrepid and Excelsior (in unison):  "Sorry, we missed  again."    

Jeffrey: "What?"    

Enterprises: We told you should have sent us to sharpshooting  school, but you wouldn't listen."    

Jeffrey:  "Oh, shut up."    

Dale: (to Zack) "Why not try using the 'McCoy' torpedoes?  That way you can bypass the loading device."    

Zack: "Good idea." (into his communicator). "Spock, can you  read me? Oh, no, the line's gone dead."    

Jeffrey: "Dale, try contacting the Tajarans!"    

Dale: "OK." (into his communicator) "Hello Tajarans.  Could  you not fire, please. We come in peace."    

Tajarans: "dhgfhf hgfhgfdh."    

Dale: "What'd he say, Zack?"    

Zack: "He said, 'Sit on it.'"    

Jeffrey: "Good news. If we need to transport up, I've got the  coordinates set for any of the three ships."    

Zack: "Great."    

Dale: (looking off-camera) "Oh, say, fellas, not meaning to  get everyone all excited or anything, but that Tajaran army  is almost here."  

Zack: (Two Tajarans appear) "Blast em!"    (A battle starts. The Tajarans die).    

Jeffrey:  "We'd better beam up to our ships right now."    (The three officers try to operate their transporter buttons.  Jeffrey and Dale exchange sickly looks.)    

Zack: "Looks like the only transporter device that's working  is on my ship."    

Jeffrey: (looks at Zack) "Well, at least something is working  on your ship."  

Barkface:  "Don't forget us!"    

Zack presses the buttons. They all beam up to Intrepid.    

Scene 3:  Intrepid transporter and torpedo room. The officers  and aliens materialize.    

Natashia: (to Zack) "Captain, we can't get the torpedoes to  fire, even with the McCoy method."    

Zack: (looking at viewer and slapping his hand against his  forehead).  "And the Bird of Prey has its phasers locked on  us."    

Dale: "Wait a minute. Weren't those torpedoes made with a  self-guiding mechanism?"    

Jeffrey: "Sure, but who'd ever want to use it? You'd have to  ride the thing to the target."    

Dale:  "I'll do it."    

Everyone gasps.    

Zack:  "But, but why would you..."    

Dale:  "Well, you see, ever since my dog got hit by the  streetcar, life just hasn't been the same for me.  You see,  it all began when--"    

Jeffrey:  "All right, all right, just get on the torpedo!"    

They all help him climb aboard.    

Dale:  "OK, stand back, everyone. I've got it set."    

Natashia: "The Tajarans are about to fire!"  

Dale ignites the fuse. He blasts out of the spaceship.    The torpedo zooms through the blackness of space toward the  star disruption. Dale, a determined look on his face, adjusts  the controls to ensure a direct hit.    

Dale:  "Well, I may not come out of this alive, but at least  nobody can say we didn't top what Captain Kirk did in 'The  Undiscovered Country.'" (At the last possible second, Dale leaps off the torpedo and  yells into his communicatorz):  "Beam me up! Fast!"    

Voice from ship:  "Excuse me, what is your rank and serial  number?  We need to have you sign a form and then wait for  clearance."    

Dale: "NOW!!!"    The torpedo explodes in a cloud of smoke. Where's Dale? A  blob of ashes, destined to float forever throughout the  universe?  Or a hero to be hailed by friends and countrymen?    

Scene 4: Back at Enterprise. Jeffrey and Zack are sitting at  the console sipping on tall cool drinks.    

Zack: "Well, our ships are all fixed up. That Bird of Prey  never got off a shot. Thanks to ol' Dale. We'll sure him. He  was quite a captain."    

Jeffrey: "Just remember, I get to have his Super Nintendo."    

Suddenly Dale walks in, covered with soot, clothes torn, and  assorted debris all over him.    

Dale: "Oh no you don't."    

Zack and Jeffrey together:  "You're alive!"    

Jeffrey:  "Hey, that's great.  Heh-heh. Who's going to get me  a Super Nintendo?"    

Natashia: "I hear they're on discount at Deep Space 9."    

Officers, together:  "Oh, right, that's where we were going  in the first place."    

President Barkface: "Oh by the way, in case you forgot, while  all this excitement was going on, we got you the crystals you  need."    

Jeffrey: "Good. I was going to kill you if you said no. And don't worry about the damages  the Tajarans did to your  planet.  Their Bird of Prey was full of pressed latinum, and  you can use it for repairs.  (to audience) Don't you just  love happy endings?  (turns back to Zack and Dale) Let's go  to Deep Space Nine!  I'd suggest Warp 10."
